THE ADDIS ABABA CITY GOVERNMENT ADVISORY COUNCIL
ESTABLISHMENT PROCLAMATION
WHEREAS, it has become necessary to create a forum for the
residents of the city to gain experience for the next election as the
former councils of the city have been dissolved upon the
establishement of the provisional city Government;
WHEREAS, active participation of the residents is necessary for the
firm foundation and prevalence of good governance and
democratic order of the city;
WHEREAS, development of the city can be ensured and its residents
benefit from it when residents participate in such development
with the spirit of ownership;
WHEREAS, development of the city can be ensured and its residents
benefit from it when residents participate in such development
with the spirit of ownership;
WHEREAS, direct participation of the residents of the city is
necessary for reliable provision of services in kind, quality and
guantity to the residents;
NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 13/1/F/ and 66(2)
and 66(3) (d) of the Addis Ababa City Government Revised Charter
Proclamation No. 311/2003 it is proclaimed as follows:
PART ONE
General

1. Short Title

powers and functions to:
discuss the plan and implementation of the city Government, supervise the
implementation of same;
Discuss the economical utilization of the budget of the City Governement
Gve advice on proclamations, regulations and directives to be issued by the
city government.
Discuss on the preparation of the social and economic development plan of
the city.
Discuss on the security issues of the city;
Give advice on the administrative issues of the City.
Facilitate the connections of the contribution made by residents that would be

utilized to the projects undertaken jointly by the city and the resedents.

Follow up the care taken to projects under taken jointly by the
city government and the resedents;

Service as a forum where residents of the City and the city
government could discuss development and administrative
matters;

Counsel and devise straregies whereby the residents of the City
could organize themselves and increase their voulentary full
participation in the realization of development and good
governance;

Counsel with other concerned bodies to ensure that the type,
quality and quantity of services delivered top the residents of the
city are up standard and sutainable.

Powers and functions provided under sub-Article 1 of this Article
shall be applicable to the sub-City and Qebele Advisory Councils
as appropriate.

10. Chairperson of Advisory Council

Notwitshstanding that the vice Chair person shall act the same in
the absence of the chairperson; the chairperson of Advisory
Council shall have the following powers and functions to:

1. Preside the meeting of the council; reperesent and coordinate
the activities of the council,

2. Permit the appearance of officials, professional and other
appropriate individuals who present elaborations at the metting
of the council,

3. Appoint the secretary of the Advisory Council and disclose
same to the Council;

4. Follow up the implementation of recommendations of the

Councuil.

11. Secretary of the Advisory Council

The secretary of the Advisory Council shall have the following
powers and functions to;

1. Direct the office of the Advisory Council;

2. Correspond in the name of the Advisory Council;

3. Assist the chairperson in the preparation of agendas and work
programs of the Advisory Council.

4. Record and give coustodial service for the minutues of the
council

5. Make available facilities required by the Advisory Council.

6. Perform other functions assigned by the chairperson of the

Advisory Council.

12. Committees of Advisory Council

1. The Advisory Council
appropriate.

Advisory Council
The city and the sub-city advisory council shall have a regeular
meeting once in every three months and Qebele Advisory
council shall have a regular meeting once in every two months;
each council shall have extra ordinary meeting as may be
necessary. Yhe details shall be determined by the internal
regulations of the council,
There shall be a gorum where more than half of the members of
the Council are present.
The Chairperson shall make the council commence its duties
where the secretary of the advisory council confirms that there
is a gorum.
There shall not be any interruption while a member of the
Council is speaking by the permission of the chair person;
however, a member that belives there is disorder in the meeting
may intervenene by saying “point of order" or "about
information”, the chairperson shall give him a chance to speak
in turn. Point of order shall be given prioriyty and information
or explanations shall be given properity and information or
explanations shall be presented in their order.
Recommendations of the council may be passed by consensus;
failing that, by majority vote. The decending opinions shall also
be recerded and transferred.
The opinion of the Advisory Council Shall be presented of the
supreme organs of the city, sub-City and Zebele as appropriate
by the Chairperson. Upon affixing the signature of the council
members.
14. Minutes of the Advisory Council
The minutes of The Advisory Council shall contain the
following:
(a) Place, time and date of the meeting
(b) List of members attending the meting,
(c) List of members not present in the meting and reason for
their absence;
(d) Name of other persons attending the metting and reasons
for their presence;
(e) Agenda submitted to the metting;
(f) Brief memorandum explaning the issues presented for
discussion;
(g) The time and the manner in which the metting is concluded.
(h) The minute shall be signed by the chairperson and the
secretary of the Advisory Council after its approval.
The meeting shall be open to the residents of the city and the
midia.
PART FOUR
Miscellaneais Provisions
15. Power to issue Rules of procedure
The Advisory council may issue Rules of procedure for the
implementation of thisproclamation.
